EXPLANATORY NOTE TO NOVEMBER 2008 STAFF CONSOLIDATION

The Region of Peel Official Plan was adopted byi&sg Council on July 11, 1996 through By-law 54-96
The Plan was subsequently approved with modifiaatioy the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing
through the Minister's Notice of Decision on theldated October 22, 1996. The Regional OfficlahP
(ROP) was approved under the Planning Act, R.SIO01C.P 13, as amended by Bill 20 and its assatiate
Provincial Policy Statement (1996).

Appeals of the Plan were forwarded to the Ontariniipal Board (OMB). Sections of the
Plan deemed not under appeal became effective wb&rcl, 1997. The appeals of the Plan
were separated into four OMB hearing phases.

Phase one of the Regional Official Plan hearingsergdly related to Section 5.4 (The Rural Systemjta
applied to specific lands in the Town of CaledddMB Decision/Order No. 1344 relating to these laadd
policies became effective on October 1, 1997.

The second phase of the ROP hearings involved Haieeeus appeals of various policies and was
characterized as the “General Appeals”. The detigiothese appeals became effective on NovemHde&93,
(OMB Decision/Order No. 1543).

The third phase of the ROP hearings pertained toeMi Aggregate/Natural Environment policies (and
associated Glossary terms). The decision on thppeals became effective on February 12, 1998 (OMB
Decision/Order No. 0350). Appeals to parts of B@P, in so far as they apply to specific sites,ewer
adjourned pursuant to that decision. The deferefksring to the Eight Acres Limited lands in Mssauga
were dismissed July 19, 2000 (OMB Decision/Order. l@56). The Harbour View Investments Limited
appeals referred to in OMB Decision/Order No. 03bhich were site specific to Caledon, have now been
dismissed (OMB Decision/Order No. 1984 issued Audas 1998).

The fourth and final phase of the ROP hearingsapatl to "Airport" issues. OMB Decision/Order N@&50
became effective July 6, 1998.

THagjislation also established the lower tier
constituent municipalities of the City of Bramptdine City of Mississauga and the Town of
Caledon (referred to hereafter as the area mutittgsd. TheRegion of Peelvas created, as

were all upper tier municipalities in Ontario, tmpide serviceghat could best be delivered over
a larger geographic area. All of theszvicesare provided to those living and workingReel

on the basis of cooperation with the area munittipal

TheRegion of Pegbrovides a wide range sérvicedo those living and working iReel These
include: construction and maintenance of Regionadls wastemanagement, water and sanitary
sewers, regional planning, social assistance,tadsthild care, homes for the aged, transit for
the disabled, community health, non-profit housimgritage, and an emergency 9-1-1 service.

HOW THE PLAN WAS PREPARED

TheRegion of PeeDfficial Plan was prepared according to a Couapproved work program
based on multi-stakeholder consensus building. r&vdirection for the Plan was provided by a
Steering Committee comprised of an Assistant Deplityster of Municipal Affairs and

Housing and the members of the Regional Planningr@ittee. Management and preparation of
the Plan was the responsibility of the Technicavi8dry Committee comprised of the
Commissioner of PlanningRegion of Peelthe Commissioner of Planning and Building, City o
Brampton; the Commissioner of Planning and Buildi@gy of Mississauga; the Director of
Planning and Development, Town of Caledon; angeesentative of the Plans Administration
Branch of Municipal Affairs and Housing.

The Steering Committee approved the terms of reéeréor four background studies to the Plan.
Consultants were retained to complete backgrountlest on the Regional Cost of Development,
and on strategies for the Environment, ResourcesReegional Structure. Numerous multi-
stakeholder workshops were held with staff reprieges fromthe Regionarea municipalities,
provincial ministries, special purpose bodies a@igimbouring municipalities.

Plan;

Mississauga and the primarily rural nature of tevii of Caledon;

recognize the need for effective environmentalgotion and management measures to
ensure environmental sustainability;

recognize the importance pfotectingand enriching the natural and cultural heritagP el
Region;

provide for the health and safety of those livimg avorking inPeel and

maintain and enhance the fiscal sustainabilitthefRegion

Based on these purpos&ggional Councihas directed the preparation of this Plan.

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1.2 GEOGRAPHIC SCOPE

Peel Regions situated in the west-central portion of Geeater Toronto Area (GTA}he largest
urban agglomeration in Canada (see Figure 1 il\pipeendix). Covering 1,225 square
kilometres (473 square miles) and stretching frakd_Ontario in the south, to tRak Ridges
Moraineand above thBliagara Escarpmenn the northPeelincludes a diverse mixture of
urban, suburban, rural, agricultural and natlaatlscapes At the beginning of 199%eelhad
an estimated population of 853,000 persons.

TheRegion of PeeDfficial Plan applies to the combined areas ofCltg of Brampton, the City
of Mississauga, and the Town of Caledon. In pogiofPee| such as the areas covered by the
Lake Simcoe Protection Plan, Growth Plan for theaBer Golden Horseshoe, the Niagara
Escarpment Plan, the Oak Ridges Moraine Conserv&iian, the Greenbelt Plan, and the
Parkway Belt West Plarspecific provincial plans are in effect. In #aeent of a conflict, these
provincial plans and policies take precedence thisrPlan (see Figure 2 in the Appendix).

TheRegion of Pealecognizes that the Lake Simcoe Protection Plaapgved in accordance

with theLake Simcoe Protection A&)08,came into effect on June 2, 2010. The Lake Simcoe
Protection Plan is a watershed-based plan thaiges\a roadmap to help restore and protect the
health of Lake Simcoe. THeegion of Peethall review the Lake Simcoe Protection Plan and
incorporate policies to enable its implementatimotigh a future Official Plan Amendment.

1.3 GUIDE TO THE PLAN

This Plan outlines strategies to guide growth deelopmenin Peel Regiorfor the period 2005
to 2031 for the Urban System and 2005 to 2021HerRural System. The reference year for the
Plan is 2001, which was a Federal Census year”.

For a complete understanding of more detailed msattet covered in this Plan, reference should
be made to the official plans for the area munidipa, their supporting documents and
applicable provincial plans.

This Plan acknowledges and is based on legislghalicy statements, guidelines and provincial
policy positions available as of the adoption ddtthis Plan.

1.3.1 Application of Provincial Policy
The Regional Official Plan is designed to clarig troles and responsibilities thie

Regionand the area municipalities by providing regideadership where value is added
and by clearly assigning certain roles to the amaaicipalities through strong, directive

1.3.2 Five Principles of the Plan

This Plan is based on a set of five principlesiigiated by the Regional Official Plan

Technical Advisory Committee as part of the "Regiddfficial Plan Outline" (revised
August 13, 1993) and approved by the Regional @fflelan Steering Committee and
Council.

To accomplish thisg fAlan must remain
focused on the responsibilities mandated in thad®edMunicipality of
Peel Act;

C) The Plan must add value to the planninga@clopmenprocess iPeel
The Plan must not duplicate or infringe on areaigipal planning efforts
and must have a distinct, complementary and progunble;

d) The Plan should not act as a vehicle for Regimvolvement in matters
that are established as area municipal planningsandcing
responsibilities; and

e) The Plan must be prepared with a view to ltathe Province delegate
authority to the Regional, area municipal and/arsesvation authority
level.

This Plan is structured as a series of policyraye be applied to the geographic base of
Peel The importance of environmental concerns inftiere ofPeelis highlighted by
the position of the environment in Chapter 2 atfthat of the Plan.

With ecosystenfeatures and functionmotectedby the policies in Chapter 2, the Plan
then sets out strategic policies to guide the weeof resources in Chapter 3. Certainly
resources are part of the natural environmentspetific policies regarding resource
protection are called for by legislation.

Recognizing the importance of the environment @sdurces, Peel must plan carefully to
accommodate anticipated growth. Chapter 4 contaimsth forecasts to the year 2031
for Peel,allocates the forecasted population, householdeamaloyment growth among
the three area municipalities, and contains pdaioégarding population, household and
employment growth.

Chapter 5 sets out objectives and policies toegythe structurallevelopmenof the
Regionin order to accommodate the anticipated populaimhemployment growth in a
manner which respects the environmental and resmbjectives and policies in this
Plan.

Chapter 6 deals with the provision of Regioselvicesn supportof the policies in this
Plan.

Chapter 7 deals with the various means by wttiehRegiorcan and may implement the
policies in this Plan.

The Glossary includes definitions of various terargl is provided to assist the reader in
interpreting the Plan. The definitions of termevpded in Provincial Plans and the

CHAPTER 2: THE NATURAL ENVIRONMENT
INTRODUCTION
2.1.1 Purpose

The regiors heritage resources consist of its natural aitdraliheritage. There is an
important interrelationship between these resoutleestrating the historic link between
the area municipalommunityand its surrounding environment, and providingasg of
place and identity. The primary focus of this deajs on the natural heritage resources,
while the identification, preservation and promaotaf Peels cultural heritage is dealt
with in Chapter 3 of this Plan. The close relasiop that exists between the natural and
cultural heritage is recognized, therefore, thediyes and policies of this chapter
should not be considered in isolation.

The natural environment provides the life supggstem for our urban and rural
communities. Ideally, healthy natural systems ireguoo intervention to function

properly. Degraded natural systems, on the otledhhave costly consequences for our
communities. A well-functioning natural environnmiéras social, health and economic
benefits for those living and working Beel now and in the future.

TheRegion of Pealecognizes its responsibility to preserpetect and encourage
through thesupportof, and where appropriate, participation in téstorationand
rehabilitation of natural areas iReel The Regiois Strategic Plan reflects this in its
goals to "conservBeels air, water and land resources", andpimtectPeels important
natural features and environmentally sensitivesirea

In this chapter emphasis is placed onjtiet efforts with the area municipalities,
conservation authorities and other agencies tleatemuired tgrotectthe natural systems
in Peel restore poorly functioningcosystemsand promote clean air, water and land.

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2.2.3 Air Quality

Air quality is a significant issue which can negaty affect human health, the
environment and economy. Peel is part of a Greltd 8asin climatic system or airshed.
Peel’s air quality is affected not only by localstes of air pollution, but also regional,
national and international sources. Larger weathistems may flush out, bring in, or trap
polluted air. On average, approximately fifty pentof the air pollution experienced in
Peel comes from sources in the United States.ditiad, Peel’s emissions also affect our
neighbours downwind.

Air pollution comes from a number of natural andaran sources which include industry,
transportation, heating and cooling, dust and tdress. Poor air quality affects

everyone, including healthy individuals. Certaingrs of people however, face a greater
health risk from poor air quality and are referteés vulnerable populations. These
vulnerable populations include: children, senipesyple with allergies, asthma, heart
and/or lung conditions and people who work or eiseroutside.

Air has no boundaries and is constantly moving. Region does not have the authority
to regulate air emissions.

The Greenbelt Plan provides policy direction withmarea extending from Niagara Falls
to Durham Region, referred to as the Golden HormesThrough th&reenbelt Act,
2005and the accompanying Greenbelt Plan, the Provifesgifies where urbanization
should not occur in order to provide protectionthte agricultural land base and the
ecological features and functions occurring on aisiscape.

Both systems maintain
connections to the broader agricultural and natystems of southern Ontario. The
settlement areas, which are identified as Villegygd Hamlets, vary in size, diversity and
intensity of uses, and are found throughout thédeted Countryside. While providing
permanent agricultural and environmental protectiba Greenbelt also contains
important natural resources and supports a widgerahrecreational and tourism uses,
areas and opportunities.

2.3 GREENLANDS SYSTEM IN PEEL

Environmental research indicates tpaitectingnatural areas over extended periods requires the
natural landscape to be linked, where ecologiaglyropriate, into a network of natural core
areas and corridors. This approach allows piosgecies to disperse along these paths to
recolonize areas impacted by natural and humaartances. It also allows for genetic mixing
that contributes to the biodiversity and adaptgbdf existing populations anetosystemsrhe
linking together of natural areas may also providbitat for species with larger range
requirements, which are inhibited, by the restddtabitats offered by the current highly
fragmented naturdandscape

Further, a functional cecosystempproach to environmental planning recognizesrthatral

areas exist within a larger more complex systernttaascends municipal boundaries. This
system is largely defined by terrain conditions bgigorocesses of ground and surface water
movement. The components of this system are réoegjias providing a variety of important
and interdependent ecological functions. The Gamels System also has economic benefits for
Peelsuch as tourism and business development, emplayopeortunities and contributing to
healthy communities

The Greenlands SystemRee| which consists of Core Areas, Natural Areas aadi@ors, and
Potential Natural Areas and Corridors, is intentteslipportand expresthe Regiofs vision for
the protection of the natural environment. Thegsition, protectiorand stewardship of this
system willsupportand strengthen thategrity and long-term sustainability of tleeosystemin
Peeland neighbouring municipalitieS.he Regionthe area municipalities, the conservation
authorities, the Niagara Escarpment Commissionoéimer partners share the responsibility for
implementing this vision through the policy frametwset out in this Plan. This will ensure the
achievement of complementary regional and areacipaiiobjectives and policies in a
consistent framework.
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The Core Areas contain ecological features, formida functions that provide favourable
conditions for uninterrupted natural systems angdimam biodiversity. The Regiorand its
partners value these areas for their importanceaimtaining thentegrity of the Greenlands
System. These areas aretectedby this Plan and are functionally supported, cotet:and/or
buffered by the Natural Areas and Corridors anctRtadl Natural Areas and Corridors to form
the Greenlands SystemReel

The Core Areas of the
