• Consider revenue sources other than DC charges, specifically utility rates, property 

taxes.  
• Concern that the provincial employment targets are too high given the challenges 

historically to achieve them and the uncertainty related to the GTA West Corridor. 
• Concern about the implications of delayed employment, specifically the revenue 

shortfall for the Region and the need to revisit technical assumptions. 
 

Response 
• Commitment to involve industry in future discussions on technical assumptions 

and timing of infrastructure development to inform final infrastructure investment 
plan. 

• Develop plan to monitor development with municipalities and adjusting major 
investment timing to manage risk. 

• Testing ongoing of the implications of delayed employment to inform the final 
allocation, infrastructure timing and monitoring plan.
