It is the owner and operator's responsibility to ensure that the pool is maintained free from
anything that may be hazardous to the health or safety of the bathers. Water clarity,
sanitation, filtration and safety equipment must meet the requirements of the R.R.O. 1990,
Regulation 565. Below is a checklist to help ensure that these requirements are met and what
would constitute a closure if these actions are not met.
