	Duration: Multiple periods 

	Objective:

· how everyone plays an important role in protecting the environment
· how to engage the school community to be engaging students

	Activity Set-up

	Background Information:
· Have students work independently or in groups to explore key messages related to waste management. Students can explore the following links for ideas for possible key messages:

· Have students select an audience to share their message with and explore different media forms that may be appropriate to their message and audience. 

	Class Discussion

	· Brainstorm key messages related to waste management
· Why are the messages important to you? What resonates with you?
· What action related to messages can be encouraged?
· For example, reducing snack packaging for lunch, not littering, recycling properly
· Who is the best audience for this message and what method of communication is most appropriate for your audience?
· How would you draw your audience in to listen and understand your message?
· Think of your audience (Kindergarten students to Grade 8 students, or family members)
