WHAT IS AN MTSA?

MTSA = MAJOR TRANSIT STATION AREA

MTSAs are areas within a 500 to 800-metre radius
of a transit station (about a 10-minute walk).

MTSAs include existing or planned Bus Rapid Transit
(BRT), Light Rail Transit (LRT), or GO rail stops.
MTSAs are intended to be developed as high density,
mixed-use, transit-supportive neighbourhoods that
provide access to local amenities, jobs, housing, and
recreation opportunities.

MTSA boundaries are to be delineated so that
minimum density targets (150-160 people and jobs
per hectare) can be achieved in the future.
