Key findings of the FSA:

® Approximately 78%, or 6,503 ha, of the FSA exhibits potential for the presence of Indigenous and/or Euro-Canadian
archaeological resources.

Development occurring in the SABE:
® Will require more in-depth archaeological assessments (Stage 2, 3 or 4) if there is archaeological potential; and,

® This need does not preclude development; rather, it requires negative impacts to archaeological resources be mitigated prior to
development occurring.

In rare cases mitigation measures may be so substantial that a developer will choose not to develop all or a portion the site.

The archaeological potential of sites in the FSA will be further reviewed as part of the Town of Caledon’s Archaeological
Management Plan, which is currently underway and will inform Town Official Plan policies.
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
