1. APPLICABILITY  - The acronyms  listed  on pages

000-G-0002  through  000-G-0004  apply  equally  to all

discipline sets in this project.

2. DISCIPLINE  ACRONYMS  - Disciplines  may

augment  this list with  additional  discipline-specific

acronyms  found  in the discipline's  general pages.

That is, pages  $-00##,  where  $ is the discipline

identifier and ## is the sheet No.

3. SHEET  ACRONYMS  - Acronyms  listed  on

non-general sheets apply to that sheet only, UNO.

4. PRECEDENCE  - In case  of conflict  btwn  General,

Discipline  and Sheet acronyms  Discipline  acronyms

supercede General, and Sheet supercede Discipline.

5. AMBIGUITY  - In the event that any acronym  can be

interpreted  in more  than  one way, the term  shall not

be abbreviated.  If in doubt, spell it out.

6. SPELLING  - Canadian  spelling  shall be applied

throughout.  For example,  metre  and litre rather than

meter and liter.

7. DATE  & TIME  FORMAT  - Date  and time  shall follow

ISO 8601 standard.  That is, yyyy-mm-dd hh:mm:ss.

8. UNITS -

8.1. Metric  notations  as outlined  by The International

System  of Units  (System  International ) as

authored  by the Bureau  International  des Poids

et Mesures  (BIPM) shall apply.

8.2. Note  that SI units  are case  sensitive.   Use lower

case  as prescribed.   Eg, mV  is millivolt,  while

MV  is megavolt.   Note  that litres  should  be

noted  with  lower-case  'l' rather than  upper-case

'L'.

8.3. Imperial  measures,  if used, shall follow  the

metric  measurement  in square  brackets.  305

[12"].  Units  must be shown  for imperial

measures.

9. CHEMICALS (Periodic Table) -

9.1. Chemical  symbols  are case-sensitive.   Eg, CO

denotes  carbon-monoxide,  while  Co represents

Cobalt.   Chemical  compositions  should  not be

represented in all upper-case.

9.2. Sub-scripts  and super-scripts  should  be

respected.  That is, NO
2
 rather than  NO2  for

nitrogen dioxide.

10. CASE  - Except for metric  units, chemicals  and

instances  where  two acronyms  are identical  except

for case, both  the upper and lower case  variants

shall be taken  as equivalent.   For example,  both  w/o

and W/O shall equally signify "without".

11. PLURALS  - An 's' following  a standard  acronym  shall

signify  the plural form.  Eg, DIM  for dimension,  DIMS

for dimensions.

12. QUANTITY  - Several  same  items  shall be denoted

with  an 'x' followed  by a quantity,  optionally  within

brackets. Eg x3 or (x3).

13. CREDIT  - The initial source  of this acronym  list is the

NIBS  NCS-UDS  v6 Module  5.
